Our graduates
pursue careers with state, federal, tribal and private organizations involved with: managing wildlife populations and their
habitat, conservation law enforcement, zoo and captive animal care, biological monitoring, environmental impact
assessment, and consenrvation of endangered wildlife and ecosystems.
