For example, Boundarg, Bonney,
Kootenai, and Benewah counties collectively
have over 1D million acres of private lands —
475% of all lands in those counties. Some of
these parcels are in large blocks, but most of
them are smaller parcels, owned by an ever-
growing number of private landowners. Uses of
